1. The New England Outdoor Center gives groups a chance to try a variety of water activities such as kayaking or whitewater

rafting. About five hours away from Boston in Millinocket, Maine, the N.E.O.C. can customize tours and activities for
beginners and advanced paddlers. Luxury pontoon boats are available for “champagne and shrimp cocktail” tours of the Search for Venues
Penobscot River for groups of eight to 100. Prices range from $50 for two hours to $600 for a full day. If you'd rather stay on
