	This research paper is on the ongoing debate of whether or not a juvenile receiving life without parole is a fair sentence for all juveniles. The paper draws information and research from many different short documentaries as well as academic journal articles. Much of the information is based on different personal testimonies from either someone in the field of criminal justice or someone that has been impacted by Juvenile Life Without Parole in some way. These people range from Marianne Rosenzweig a Clinical and Forensic Psychologist, to convicts that were sentenced to life in prison as a juvenile and currently serving out there sentence. This research paper also references major Supreme Court cases such as Graham v. Florida and Miller v. Alabama which both deal with alterations to the law, as well as the Senate Bill 9 in California and its impact. Who is supporting the juvenile sentencing as well as who is opposed to it is being analyzed as well as what possible alternatives there are for a convicted child. There are currently 2,500 juveniles serving out life sentences throughout the country and the United States is the only country that allows these sentences to be given out. Reforms have been suggested and in some cases been put into place in the criminal justice system but many states are resistant to change due to the cost of time and money it would impose. It is shown in the end that the sentence of life without parole being given to a juvenile is not fair in all cases but there are exceptions that exist.
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
